Support the DPA Director in its responsibilities to provide
guidance and procedures for use of DPA authorities and to
coordinate DPA plans and programs, both for DHS and
Government-wide; leading an interagency effort to prepare an
annual report to Congress on use of DPA Section 101
authorities; and preparing to respond to inquiries by the Gen-
eral Accounting Office for a report to Congress on actions to
implement DPA authorities in light of amendments to the Act.

FEMA is currently at a critical juncture with respect to its DPA
responsibilities — its responsibilities to provide guidance and
procedures for use of DPA authorities and to coordinate DPA
plans and programs, both for DHS and Government-wide.

The next two years are also destined to be critical in terms of
DPA actions to support emergency preparedness and critical
infrastructure protection and restoration (CIPR).

Currently, there is evidence of increasing interest on Capitol
Hill regarding use of DPA authorities for CIPR. In a sense,
this increasing congressional interest has raised the stakes
for FEMA to take timely action to provide guidance and proce-
dures and to coordinate plans and programs for appropriate
use of DPA authorities in support of CIPR (and other emer-
gency preparedness needs).
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
